Student driving/parking on campus is a privilege, not a right. Violation of PHS rules and
regulations will result in a suspension of driving privileges.

Students must drive to school in a safe manner and adhere to the following regulations:

1. Obey the posted signs on the school grounds and within the school speed zones.

2. “Peeling” is prohibited both on the school grounds and within the school speed zones.

3. Students must park in student parking spaces. Once students are on school grounds,
students park their car and enter the building. Loitering in cars or in the parking lot is not
permitted. No parking in the Staff Lot or Visitors Section is permitted.

4. Students must not leave their cars during the school day without special permission. Cars
and other motor vehicles must remain parked all day unless special permission has been
granted.

5. Cars must be locked at all times. Students are not allowed to go to their cars during school
hours without permission from the office.

6. Obey all Ohio driving laws as they apply to loading and unloading of pupils. School buses
have the right of way.

7. Only motor vehicles with Perry Parking Tags displayed will be permitted to park in the
parking lot. *Offenders can receive parking citations from the Perry Police Dept. (Ohio
Revised Code 4511.681) for failing to display a Perry Parking Tag.

8. All vehicles must have the proper insurance as designated by the State of Ohio.

9. Afee of $10.00 per parking tag will be charged to cover the cost of the permit and to assure
you a place to park.

10. Auburn Career students are permitted to drive or ride to Auburn only if they leave Perry
High School each day and do not have to return for any classes.

Please Note: All other Auburn Career students must ride buses provided. You are not
permitted to drive or ride to Auburn if you must return for a class at Perry.
